Marriage Ceremony (No two weddings are exactly the same.  The ceremony that I’ve given contains all of the usual elements.  They might vary slightly depending on the couple’s preference or the pastor’s preference.)
Procession: (People enter into the main room of the church which is called the sanctuary).
Order: First the ushers seat all of the guests.  Then an usher escorts the mother of the groom.  The father of the groom follows directly behind the mother.  Then an usher seats the mother of the bride.  

Next, the Groom, Best Man and Groomsmen enter at the front (they have been waiting in another room).  Next, the Bridesmaids and Maid of Honor walk from the rear of the sanctuary to the front.  The organ starts playing “Here comes the bride”, everyone stands and looks toward the rear of the sanctuary as the Bride accompanied by her father walks down the aisle.  
Opening:

Pastor:  “Who offers this bride for marriage?”
Bride’s Father:  “Her mother and I do.”  The father places the bride’s hand in the groom’s hand and sits down next to the bride’s mother.  

Pastor:  Dearly Beloved.  We are gathered together to join this man and this woman in holy matrimony.  If there’s anyone present with a reason why they should not be joined, let him speak now or forever hold his peace.  

Inspirational Reading (A reading chosen by the bride and groom) 

Vows:

Groom:  “I take you to be my lawfully wedded wife.  To have and to hold from this day forward, - for better or for worse, - for richer or for poorer, - in sickness and in health - to love and to cherish from this day forward until death do us part.”  

Bride:  “I take you to be my lawfully wedded husband.  To have and to hold from this day forward, - for better or for worse, - for richer or for poorer, - in sickness and in health - to love and to cherish from this day forward until death do us part.”  

Song (A song chosen by the bride and groom)
Exchange of Rings:

Groom to Bride – “I give you this ring as a symbol of my love and faithfulness.  I commit my heart and soul to you.  I ask you to wear this ring as a reminder of the vows we have made today.”  

Bride to Groom – “I give you this ring as a symbol of my love and faithfulness.  I commit my heart and soul to you.  I ask you to wear this ring as a reminder of the vows we have made today.”  

Pastor:  By the power vested in me, I now pronounce you man and wife.  You may now kiss the bride.  

Pastor:  I present to you the new couple John and Jane Smith.  (Usually the wife takes the husband’s last name, but not always.)  
Recession: The Bride and Groom walk down the aisle out of the sanctuary.  Next the Best Man and Maid of Honor walk together out of the sanctuary.  They are followed by Groomsmen and Bridesmaids walking as couples.  
The ushers escort first the parents of the groom, then the parents of the bride out of the sanctuary. The ushers then signal each row of guests when it is their turn to leave.   

The Bride and Groom, their families, the Best Man, Maid of Honor, Groomsmen and Bridesmaids may stand in a line an greet each guest as he or she leaves.  This is called a receiving line.
Everyone then proceeds to the reception.  The people who were in the wedding may stay to have pictures taken.
